Stage II : On-Field Testing
The shortlisted designs will be invited to Renaissance 2010 for on field testing of their designs. The test conditions are stated below:
· Objective :
 To cook tur dal (150 grams) and heat water (1 litre) within 3 hours.
Utensils should be brought by designers

Designers at their will can decide to cook any other dish (say a barbeque etc.). Giving equivalence of their dish to tur dal and water is solely judges’ discretion.
Judging Criteria: 
All designs will be evaluated considering their:
· Time taken to cook dal
· Temperature of water attained at the time dal is cooked
· Cost of manufacturing

· Ease of use

· robustness

· Flexibility in working conditions

· Maintenance cost and replace ability of parts

· Aesthetics
P.S note - Judges Discretion will be the final and binding decision.
Accolades:
The best designs will get be rewarded with: 

· Cash Prize worth INR 40000
· The selected designs will be taken up by Rajiv Gandhi Science and Technological Commission for further tuning at labs of VNIT, under the mentorship of its noted faculty. The designers would be allowed to play the lead role in tuning up their designs
· Prototypes of this tuned version (after successfully developed) will be sent for an on-field trial to an identified village by RGSTC. 

· Subsequently, it would be implemented at a larger scale.
